In response to our inaugural newsletter (Fall 
2007), weÕve received calls, letters, emails, 
and cards from alumni who are eager to 
share their professional, musical, and per-
sonal successes.

We had a particularly  ne season of recitals 
and concerts this year. WeÕre growing in size 
and quality, and our greatest successes as a 
department are displayed in numerous stu-
dent recitals, ensemble concerts, faculty re-
citals, and guest artist appearances. Here are 
some highlights of the student ensemblesÕ 
2007-Õ08 season:

CARROLL LEHMAN, Professor of Music and teacher 
of Applied Voice, Vocal Literature, Vocal Pedagogy, 
Vocal Diction, and Opera Workshop, continued as 
director of the Monadnock Chorus, a group of dedi-
cated singers from more than 20 towns and 3 states 
who have been performing choral music in the 
Greater Monadnock region since 1959. In late April 
he led the ensemble in a performance of Gabriel 
FaureÕs beautiful Requiem Mass in D Minor and 
Joseph HaydnÕs inspiring Theresienmesse Mass in B 
Flat Major. The concert also featured Dr. LehmanÕs for-
mer student, soprano soloist Jennifer Beauregard Ô07. 

JOSE LEZCANO, professor and conductor of Ap-
plied Guitar, Guitar Orchestra, Latin American En-
semble, Guitar Pedagogy, Music Theory, continues 
an active schedule of performances and premieres. 
On May 5 at New York CityÕs Christ & St StephenÕs 
Church his music was part of the Cinco de Mayo 
Celebration! featuring music by composers from 
Mexico and the Caribbean. Premieres by Rafael

GEORGE LORING, Artist in Residence and teacher 
of Piano, Harpsichord, Accompanying, Class Piano,

This award is presented in recognition of outstand-
ing service to the department and its students. Pro-
fessor Loring was recognized at the MENC Banquet 
held at Papagallos in Keene on April 27, 2008. 

SCOTT MULLETT, adjunct instructor of Impro-
visation classes and director of the Jazz Combo, 
spent Christmas as consultant and Music Director 
aboard the Royal Caribbean ship Freedom of the 
Seas, the largest ship in the world. He conducted 
the Vermont Jazz All State band and performed in 
concert, with saxophone great Jerry Bergonzi, at 
the Vermont Jazz Center. Unfortunately, he reports 
that he lost money on the Super Bowl. 

LILLIAN PEARSON, collaborative pianist for the 
KSC Department of Music, performed at the Inter-
national Flute Festival in Costa Rica in May 2007. 
The following September Ms. Pearson appeared 
in concert with  utist, Susan Milan at Henan Uni-
versity in Henan, China and in October of 2007 she 
was at West  eld State College where she shared a 
concert with mezzo-soprano, Mary Brown. In Janu-
ary 2008 Pearson was a pianist at the Western Caro-
lina University Trumpet Festival where she played 
in concert with Allen Vizzutti.  In March and April 
of this year, two more concerts with  autist Susan 
Milan were presented at West  eld State College 
and Providence, Rhode  Island (sponsored by The 
Rhode Island Philharmonic Orchestra and Music 
School and Rhode Island College)  In May 2008 Ms. 
Pearson returns to the International Flute Festival 
in Costa Rica 

PAMELA STEVENS teaches voice in the music de-
partment and in her private studio with her students 
presenting two recitals a year. In addition to teach-
ing she is an active performer. In Fall 2007 she sang 
the role of Dona Maria, Marquesa de Montemayor, in 
the premiere performance of the opera, The Bridge 
of San Luis Rey written by Paula Kimper of New York 
City, based on the book by Thornton Wilder. She was 
also soloist for several other performances includ-
ing HandelÕs Messiah and for the Nashua Symphony 
Orchestra presentation of MozartÕs Requiem. On May 
3, 2008, Ms Stevens sang the mezzo-soprano solos 
for the debut of Kaddish, ÒI Am HereÓ written by Larry 
Siegel. Kaddish was commissioned by the Cohen 
Center for Holocaust Studies at Keene State College 
to commemorate its 25th anniversary. It is music of 
remembrance and hope. 

CHRISTOPHER SWIST, adjunct instructor of per-
cussion, has new releases with Keyboard Percus-
sion Publications, one of the largest catalogs of 
percussion publications in the United States. His 
new publications will be his Percussion Quartet 
No. 1 and a follow-up, Percussion Quartet No. 2. 
The  rst quartet was premiered in New York by 
the West Point Percussion Group. The group also 
played the work in Keene on the KSC Faculty Com-
poserÕs Recital in 2007. In July, both quartets will 
receive their international premier in Campos do 
Jordao, Brazil performed by the percussion ensem-
ble Grupo PIAP of Sao Paulo. This is one of the most 
prestigious festivals in South America featuring 
artists such as Kurt Masur, Glenn Dicterow, Antonio 
Meneses, and The Empire Brass.
